Within the overarching roles that the planning system ought to play, a set of core land-use planning principles should underpin both plan-making and decision-taking.
These 12 principles are that planning should:

ebe genuinely plan-led, empowering local people to shape their surroundings, with succinct local and neighbourhood plans setting out a positive vision for the future
of the area. Plans should be kept up-to-date, and be based on joint working and co-operation to address larger than local issues. They should provide a practical
framework within which decisions on planning applications can be made with a high degree of predictability and efficiency;

enot simply be about scrutiny, but instead be a creative exercise in finding ways to enhance and improve the places in which people live their lives;

eproactively drive and support sustainable economic development to deliver the homes, business and industrial units, infrastructure and thriving local places that the
country needs. Every effort should be made objectively to identify and then meet the housing, business and other development needs of an area, and respond
positively to wider opportunities for growth. Plans should take account of market signals, such as land prices and housing affordability, and set out a clear strategy for
allocating sufficient land which is suitable for development in their area, taking account of the needs of the residential and business communities;

ealways seek to secure high quality design and a good standard of amenity for all existing and future occupants of land and buildings;

etake account of the different roles and character of different areas, promoting the vitality of our main urban areas, protecting the Green Belts around them,
recognising the intrinsic character and beauty of the countryside and supporting thriving rural communities within it;

esupport the transition to a low carbon future in a changing climate, taking full account of flood risk and coastal change, and encourage the reuse of existing
resources, including conversion of existing buildings, and encourage the use of renewable resources (for example, by the development of renewable energy);
econtribute to conserving and enhancing the natural environment and reducing pollution. Allocations of land for development should prefer land of lesser
environmental value, where consistent with other policies in this Framework;

eencourage the effective use of land by reusing land that has been previously developed (brownfield land), provided that it is not of high environmental value;
epromote mixed use developments, and encourage multiple benefits from the use of land in urban and rural areas, recognising that some open land can perform
many functions (such as for wildlife, recreation, flood risk mitigation, carbon storage, or food production);

econserve heritage assets in a manner appropriate to their significance, so that they can be enjoyed for their contribution to the quality of life of this and future
generations;

eactively manage patterns of growth to make the fullest possible use of public transport, walking and cycling, and focus significant development in locations which
are or can be made sustainable; and

etake account of and support local strategies to improve health, social and cultural wellbeing for all, and deliver sufficient community and cultural facilities and
services to meet local needs.

Where a proposed development will lead to substantial harm to or total loss of significance of a designated heritage asset, local planning authorities should refuse
consent, unless it can be demonstrated that the substantial harm or loss is necessary to achieve substantial public benefits that outweigh that harm or loss, or all of
the following apply:
ethe nature of the heritage asset prevents all reasonable uses of the site; and
eno viable use of the heritage asset itself can be found in the medium term through appropriate marketing that will enable its conservation; and
econservation by grant-funding or some form of charitable or public ownership is demonstrably not possible; and
NPPF Section 12, Para 133 ethe harm or loss is outweighed by the benefit of bringing the site back into use.
Where a development proposal will lead to less than substantial harm to the significance of a designated heritage asset, this harm should be weighed against the
NPPF Section 12, Para 134 public benefits of the proposal, including securing its optimum viable use.
The effect of an application on the significance of a non-designated heritage asset should be taken into account in determining the application. In weighing
applications that affect directly or indirectly non designated heritage assets, a balanced judgement will be required having regard to the scale of any harm or loss and
NPPF Section 12, Para 135 the significance of the heritage asset.
Local planning authorities should look for opportunities for new development within Conservation Areas and World Heritage Sites and within the setting of heritage
assets to enhance or better reveal their significance. Proposals that preserve those elements of the setting that make a positive contribution to or better reveal the
NPPF Section 12, Para 137 significance of the asset should be treated favourably.
Not all elements of a World Heritage Site or Conservation Area will necessarily contribute to its significance. Loss of a building (or other element) which makes a
positive contribution to the significance of the Conservation Area or World Heritage Site should be treated either as substantial harm under paragraph 133 or less
than substantial harm under paragraph 134, as appropriate, taking into account the relative significance of the element affected and its contribution to the significance
NPPF Section 12, Para 138 of the Conservation Area or World Heritage Site as a whole.
Non-designated heritage assets of archaeological interest that are demonstrably of equivalent significance to scheduled monuments, should be considered subject
NPPF Section 12, Para 139 to the policies for designated heritage assets.
Local planning authorities should assess whether the benefits of a proposal for enabling development, which would otherwise conflict with planning policies but which
NPPF Section 12, Para 140 would secure the future conservation of a heritage asset, outweigh the disbenefits of departing from those policies.
Local planning authorities should make information about the significance of the historic environment gathered as part of plan-making or development management
publicly accessible. They should also require developers to record and advance understanding of the significance of any heritage assets to be lost (wholly or in part)
in a manner proportionate to their importance and the impact, and to make this evidence (and any archive generated) publicly accessible.30 However, the ability to
NPPF Section 12, Para 141 record evidence of our past should not be a factor in deciding whether such loss should be permitted.

The aim of EIA is to protect the environment by ensuring that a local planning authority when deciding whether to grant planning permission for a project, which is
likely to have significant effects on the environment, does so in the full knowledge of the likely significant effects, and takes this into account in the decision making

process...the aim of EIA is also to ensure that the public are given early and effective opportunities to participate in the decision making procedures.
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Good quality design is an integral part of sustainable development. The National Planning Policy Framework recognises that design quality matters and that planning
should drive up standards across all forms of development. As a core planning principle, plan-makers and decision takers should always seek to secure high quality
design.
Achieving good design is about creating places, buildings, or spaces that work well for everyone, look good, last well, and will adapt to the needs of future
generations.
Good design responds in a practical and creative way to both the function and identity of a place. It puts land, water, drainage, energy, community, economic,
infrastructure and other such resources to the best possible use — over the long as well as the short term.

Decision-taking: Historic :Heritage assets may be affected by direct physical change or by change in their setting. Being able to properly assess the nature, extent and importance of the
PPG environment, Para 009 isignificance of a heritage asset, and the contribution of its setting, is very important to understanding the potential impact and acceptability of development proposals
A thorough assessment of the impact on setting needs to take into account, and be proportionate to, the significance of the heritage asset under consideration and
the degree to which proposed changes enhance or detract from that significance and the ability to appreciate it.
Setting is the surroundings in which an asset is experienced, and may therefore be more extensive than its curtilage. All heritage assets have a setting, irrespective
of the form in which they survive and whether they are designated or not.
The extent and importance of setting is often expressed by reference to visual considerations. Although views of or from an asset will play an important part, the way
in which we experience an asset in its setting is also influenced by other environmental factors such as noise, dust and vibration from other land uses in the vicinity,
and by our understanding of the historic relationship between places. For example, buildings that are in close proximity but are not visible from each other may have
a historic or aesthetic connection that amplifies the experience of the significance of each.
The contribution that setting makes to the significance of the heritage asset does not depend on there being public rights or an ability to access or experience that
setting. This will vary over time and according to circumstance.
Conserving and When assessing any application for development which may affect the setting of a heritage asset, local planning authorities may need to consider the implications of
enhancing the historic cumulative change. They may also need to consider the fact that developments which materially detract from the asset’s significance may also damage its economic
environment - Section 3, :viability now, or in the future, thereby threatening its ongoing conservation.

What matters in assessing if a proposal causes substantial harm is the impact on the significance of the heritage asset. As the National Planning Policy Framework
makes clear, significance derives not only from a heritage asset’s physical presence, but also from its setting.
Whether a proposal causes substantial harm will be a judgment for the decision taker, having regard to the circumstances of the case and the policy in the National
Planning Policy Framework. In general terms, substantial harm is a high test, so it may not arise in many cases. For example, in determining whether works to a
listed building constitute substantial harm, an important consideration would be whether the adverse impact seriously affects a key element of its special architectural
or historic interest. It is the degree of harm to the asset'’s significance rather than the scale of the development that is to be assessed. The harm may arise from
works to the asset or from development within its setting.
While the impact of total destruction is obvious, partial destruction is likely to have a considerable impact but, depending on the circumstances, it may still be less
Conserving and than substantial harm or conceivably not harmful at all, for example, when removing later inappropriate additions to historic buildings which harm their significance.
enhancing the historic Similarly, works that are moderate or minor in scale are likely to cause less than substantial harm or no harm at all. However, even minor works have the potential to
environment - Section 3, :cause substantial harm.

1) For development with a peak heat demand of 100 kilowatts or more developers should investigate the feasibility and viability of connecting to existing
decentralised energy networks...
2) Where connection to offsite decentralised energy networks is not feasible, installation of on-site CCHP and the potential to create new localised decentralised
energy infrastructure through the export of excess heat must be considered.
3) Where connection is not feasible or viable, all development with a peak heat demand of 100 kilowatts or more should be designed to enable connection to
potential future decentralised energy networks.
5) Other low and zero carbon technologies must be evaluated. Non combustion-based technologies should be prioritised in order to avoid adverse impacts on air
LP DM15.3 quality.
LP DM15.4 1) All feasible and viable on-site or near-site options for carbon emission reduction must be applied before consideration of offsetting...
1) Developers will be required to demonstrate through Sustainability Statements that all major developments are resilient to the predicted climate conditions during
the building’s lifetime.
LP DM15.5 2) Building designs should minimise any contribution to the urban heat island effect caused by heat retention and waste heat expulsion in the built environment.
1) Developers will be required to consider the impact of their proposals on air quality and, where appropriate, provide an Air Quality Impact Assessment.
2) Development that would result in deterioration of the City’s nitrogen dioxide or PM10 pollution levels will be resisted.
3) Major developments will be required to maximise credits for the pollution section of the BREEAM or Code for Sustainable Homes assessment relating to on-site
NOXx emissions.
4) Developers will be encouraged to install non-combustion low- and zero-carbon energy technology. A detailed air quality impact assessment will be required for
biomass or biofuel boilers, and necessary mitigation must be approved by the City Corporation.
5) Construction and deconstruction and the transport of construction materials and waste must be carried out in such a way as to minimise air quality impacts.
6) Air intake points should be located away from existing and potential pollution sources (e.g. busy roads and combustion flues). All combustion flues should
LP DM15.6 terminate above the roof height of the tallest building in the development in order to ensure maximum dispersion of pollutants.
1) Developers will be required to consider the impact of their developments on the noise environment and where appropriate provide a noise assessment. The
layout, orientation, design and use of buildings should ensure that operational noise does not adversely affect neighbours, particularly noise-sensitive land uses such
as housing, hospitals, schools and quiet open spaces.
2) Any potential noise conflict between existing activities and new development should be minimised. Where the avoidance of noise conflicts is impractical, mitigation
measures such as noise attenuation and restrictions on operating hours will be implemented through appropriate planning conditions.
3) Noise and vibration from deconstruction and construction activities must be minimised and mitigation measures put in place to limit noise disturbance in the vicinity
of the development.
LP DM15.7 4) Developers will be required to demonstrate that there will be no increase in background noise levels associated with new plant and equipment.
Where development involves ground works or the creation of open spaces, developers will be expected to carry out a detailed site investigation to establish whether
the site is contaminated and to determine the potential for pollution of the water environment or harm to human health and non-human receptors. Suitable mitigation
must be identified to remediate any contaminated land and prevent potential adverse impacts of the development on human and non-human receptors, land or water
DM15.8 quality.
1) Development proposals that are likely to have effects on transport must be accompanied by an assessment of the transport implications during both construction
and operation, in particular addressing impacts on:
« road dangers
* pedestrian environment and movement;
« cycling infrastructure provision;
* public transport;
« the street network.
LP DM16.1 2) Transport Assessments and Travel Plans should be used to demonstrate adherence to the City Corporation’s transportation standards.
1) Pedestrian movement must be facilitated by provision of suitable pedestrian routes through and around new developments, by maintaining pedestrian routes at
ground level, and the upper level walkway network around the Barbican and London Wall.
LP DM16.2 2) The loss of a pedestrian route will normally only be permitted where an alternative public pedestrian route of at least an equivalent standard is provided...
1) On-site cycle parking must be provided in accordance with the local standards set out in Table 16.2 or, for other land uses, with the standards of the London Plan.
LP DM16.3 Applicants will be encouraged to exceed the standards set out in Table 16.2.
1) Ancillary facilities must be provided within new and refurbished buildings to support active transport modes such as walking, cycling and running. All commercial
development should make sufficient provision for showers, changing areas and lockers/storage to cater for employees wishing to engage in active travel.
LP DM16.4 2) Where facilities are to be shared with a number of activities they should be conveniently located to serve all proposed activities.
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1) Developments in the City should be car-free except for designated Blue Badge spaces....
2) Designated parking must be provided for Blue Badge holders within developments in conformity with London Plan requirements and must be marked out and
reserved at all times for their use....
4) On site servicing areas should be provided to allow all goods and refuse collection vehicles likely to service the development at the same time to be conveniently
