Schedule of Variations Proposed by Transport for London

Variation Order 2010

Following consideration of a number of issues associated with the implementation of the
Low Emission Zone, Transport for London made the Greater London Low Emission
Zone Charging (Variation) Order 2010 on 14 May 2010. The details and reasons for this
proposed change are listed in this schedule and are subject to public consultation.

Transport for London will pass all representations and objections that are received with
respect to the variations in this schedule by 28 June 2010 to the Mayor for
consideration.

It is for the Mayor to consider whether or not to confirm the Variation Order as made by
TfL, with or without modifications.
