5.221 Applicants should make early contact
with the relevant regulators, including the
Environment Agency, for abstraction licensing
and with water supply companies likely to
supply the water. Where a

development is subject to EIA and the
development is likely to have significant
adverse effects on the water environment, the
applicant should ascertain the existing status
of, and carry out an assessment of the impacts
of the proposed project on water quality, water
resources and physical characteristics as part
of the environmental statement.

Regular contact has been made with relevant
regulators, including the Environment Agency
regarding all relevant aspects of the development
proposals, including the requirements with regard to
licensing and permits. The Environment Agency have
advised that Flood Defence and Discharge Consents
linked to dewatering activities will be needed. The
Marine Management Organisation have advised that
any works below MHWS, such as for construction of
the Jetty, will require a marine licence. Utilities
providers have also been engaged to secure the
required resources to supply the construction phase of
the development (power and water).

An assessment has been undertaken of the effects of
the Scheme on the local water environment. The
