Accommodating future growth is a key challenge for all sub-regions. This area is forecast

to accommodate almost half of the population growth across London, and nearly a

quarter of its employment growth. As a result, the sub-region is expected to see a 25 per

cent increase in total trips by 203 1.

Most of this growth will occur within the 12 Opportunity Areas and 2 Intensification Areas

which account for more than a quarter of the potential land use within the sub-region.
Work continues to support the development of these areas, including infrastructure to
support growth in the Royal Docks and London Riverside, including Barking Riverside.
