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ELT - the full picture
ELT is part of the wider Thames Gateway Transit project which is vital to support opportunities
to live and work in the new and developing area known as the Thames Gateway.

ELT will enjoy a completely segregated route through the Barking Riverside development which
could bring 10,800 new households and a new community to the area. A new ELT route would
ensure that these people will have access to high quality public transport.

This includes the ELT proposals as detailed in this leaflet and the proposed extension of the
Docklands Light Railway to Dagenham Dock. Both of these will help meet future demand for
travel in the area.

As shown in the table, ELT is split into phases. TfL have consulted on two phases already, most
recently the Ilford to Dagenham Dock, via Barking Town Centre route.
