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Canopy

In the majority of cases, canopies will

not be permitted on your shop front.
Exceptions may be made for cettain
tenancies located externally on south-
facing facades. You must seek agreement
through the design governance process
for the installation of any canopy.

You will be expected to remove any
Canopy that already exists and repair the
building where appropriate.

If your landlord agrees that you qualify
for a canopy it should be one of the
following type in a colour to fit with your
company colours or mid gey if your logo
is black and white to hide the dirt. The
Canopy may not have ay other logo or
graphic on it but your own.

Pemission must be obtained from
the landlord via the design governance

process prior to ordering of your canopy.

The pilaster is the building element
between your Unit and the Units next
to you.

If your unit is not in a heritage station
and the Pilaster is made of natural
materials such as stone, brick or tiles
it should be cleaned and left as it is. If
it is not a natural material it should be
painted to match the station design
colour scheme.

All entrances should be easy to find and
free of obstruction inside and out.

Glazed doors should have a permanent
manifestation. These visible markers
should be at two heights, between 85
and 100cm, and between 140 and 160cm
from the ground. Seek guidance from
your Sign Maker.

Doors that are left open during opening
hours should have a colour-contrasted
edge.

Steps should incorporate a colour
contrast edge.

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Underpanel

The Underpanel is the aea below the
Shop Window, usually made of brick

or plywood. Where this element is
already painted it should be repainted to
match the Window Frame. Any exposed
brickwork or stone Underpanels should
be cleaned and left with their natural
finish. It should also remain free from
any text or advertising.

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Shutters

For walk in Units without doors solid
shutters are required and must be
either from satin etched and anodised
aluminium or powder coated in the
colour reference RAL 9006.

Your shutters must be approved via the
design governance process.

The box that houses your shutter
should be installed internal to your unit.
If this is not possible, permission must
be obtained from the landlord for it to
be mounted externally.

The shutter box should also function to
provide support for your fascia. Ensure
you inform the Sign Maker that this is
the case so they can m&e the sign fit
the box.
